	Description of content:  This notification is the 1st revision of G/TBT/N/MYS/27 which was notified on 14 December 2011. This is due to changes that occurred in the policy direction whereby a number of amendments had to be made accordingly. 
In lieu to the changes made, projected herewith the latest description of subjected documents, to wit, Trade Description (Definition of Halal) Order 2011 and Trade Description (Certification and Marking of Halal) Order 2011 which shall be read with the Trade Description (Definition of Halal) (Amendment) Order 2012 as well as the Trade Description (Certification and Marking of Halal) (Amendment) Order 2012. 

a.
Trade Description (Definition of Halal) Order 2011

This Order defines the definition of halal according to Hukum Syarak (Islamic Law) and fatwa. The Order prescribes that anyone who describes any food or goods supplied by him as 'halal' shall comply with the requirement stipulated under this Order. Contravention to such requirements is an offence and shall be liable for punishment.

b.
Trade Description (Certification and Marking of Halal) Order 2011 

This Order imposes for certification and marking of a Halal logo on food, goods as well as services in relation to the food and goods which are intended to be described as halal. This imposition includes all food which is intended to be described in other expression to indicate that the food can be consumed or used by a Muslim. 

The marking of the Halal logo on the services in relation to the food and goods can be made by any expression which may be considered as referring to the said services including the premise where the service is provided.

The authorised agency to do the certification is Department of Islamic Development Malaysia (JAKIM) and the Islamic Council of each State (MAIN). 

For imported products, certification by recognised halal body as listed in Schedule 2 of this Order is acceptable. Any contravention to the provisions of this Order is an offence and shall be liable for punishment.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  To ensure that food and food products and consumer products that are supplied and sold in Malaysia are not falsely declared as 'Halal'. These requirements are applicable to both local and imported products. For local products, only Halal logo issued by Malaysia's competent authority is recognised. For imported products, Halal logo/label issued by Halal certification bodies recognised by Malaysia's competent authority is accepted.
