"Isotonic electrolyte drink" is a beverage that is formulated and represented as suitable for the rapid replacement of fluid, carbohydrates, electrolytes and minerals. It may contain carbon dioxide.

Regulation 360E Isotonic Electrolyte Drink Base: The new proposed regulation prescribes the standard and labelling requirements for "Isotonic electrolyte drink base". "Isotonic electrolyte drink base" is the base form of "isotonic electrolyte drink" either in solid or liquid form. When diluted and made up in accordance with the directions stated on the label, "isotonic electrolyte drink base" will produce "isotonic electrolyte drink".
