The above amendments are proposed as part of Singapore's national effort to reduce trans-fat intake of the local population and are based on the recommendation by the World Health Organisation.  References were also taken from the Codex Guidelines on Nutrition Labelling (CAC/GL 2-1985) and other countries who have implemented similar initiatives.
