	Description of content: The Veterinary Conditions for Return of Singapore Horses from International Races and Competitions has been amended:

1. For horses that travel out of Singapore for periods longer than 14 days, they will be tested for EIA, EVA and Equine Piroplasmosis in the country of export within 30 days of export. This would be consistent with the conditions for permanent import of horses into Singapore.
2. For horses that travel out of Singapore for less than 14 days, these horses will be tested on arrival after seven days and will only be released from isolation upon negative test results.

3. The Veterinary Conditions for Return of Singapore Horses from International Races and Competitions has been amended as follows:

a. Amended the text on testing for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA); Equine Viral Arteritis (EVA) and Equine Piroplasmosis from: 

"the horse has been tested negative using immunodiffusion (Coggin's) test for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA); Serum neutralisation test (SNT) for Equine Viral Arteritis (EVA); and Fluorescent antibody test (IFAT) or competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (C-ELISA) for Equine Piroplasmosis (This is not required if the horse has been tested in the last 14 days)"

To

"the horse has been tested using immunodiffusion (Coggin's) test for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA); Serum neutralisation test (SNT) for Equine Viral Arteritis (EVA); and Fluorescent antibody test (IFAT) ) or competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (C-ELISA) for Equine Piroplasmosis with negative results within 30 days of export OR
the horse was residing in the country of export for a period of less than 14 days (in which case pre-export testing for EIA, EVA and Equine Piroplasmosis is not required)."

b. Included the following requirement under the Isolation section: 

"For horses that return to Singapore less than 14 days from the date of export from Singapore, the horse shall be tested at least seven days after arrival using immunodiffusion (Coggin's) test for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA); Serum neutralisation test (SNT) for Equine Viral Arteritis (EVA); and Fluorescent antibody test (IFAT) or competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (C‑ELISA) for Equine Piroplasmosis. The horse shall remain in isolation for at least 14 days or until test results are obtained, whichever is later. Laboratory test results must be submitted to AVA for approval prior to release of horses from isolation."
