Iodine content in food seasonings derived from the hydrolysis or fermentation of soybean protein during the production process shall not be less than 2 mg/litre (ppm) and not more than 3 ppm.

Food seasonings derived from the hydrolysis or fermentation of soybean protein for consumers who limit their iodine consumption shall be labelled "Suitable for low iodine diet".
