(1) In foods to be manufactured, imported or distributed, Melamine and its analogues (Cyanuric acid, Ammelide and Ammeline) are allowed to be found at the following limits:


(1.1) A maximum of 1 mg/kg (ppm) for infant filled milk, infant filled milk follow-up formula for infants and young children, whole milk powder, low fat milk powder, skimmed milk powder, filled whole milk powder and filled low fat skimmed milk powder.

(1.2) A maximum of 2.5 mg/kg (ppm) for foods other than in (1.1) which contained milk and milk-derived ingredients.

(2) Importers of the foods as stipulated in (1.1) and (1.2) for distribution in Thailand, all consignments of foods originated in or consigned from China shall have the certificate of analysis from the competent authorities shown on arrival.
