This is to inform the WTO Secretariat of the draft Amendment to Philippine National Standard on

Halal Food – General Guidelines PNS 2067:2008 which was notified to the WTO as G/TBT/N/PHL/95 on 1 January 2008.


The amendment is on the perspective on GMO under subclause 13.3 which states that "Food and drinks containing products and/or by-products of Genetically modified Organisms (GMO's) or

ingredients made by the use of genetic materials that are Halal according to Shariah can be

certified Halal".  This will replace the original provision of the standard which states that "Foods

derived from Genetically Modified Organism are not subject to certification".

This amendment is now being circulated to concerned sectors for comments. We will appreciate receiving technical views/comments on this draft amendment on or before 29 December 2010.
